Detonate Camp Report 2009 

 

 On 11
th

 June 2009 afternoon, Zion Full Gospel Church departed from Singapore 

Cruise Centre at Harbour Front, for her 4 days 3 nights annual church camp in Batam. Upon 

arrival at Planet Holiday Hotel, the church was grateful as she gave thanks and worship to 

the Lord for a successful, smooth journey and an enjoyable event ahead in Batam. 

 

Following on, Rev Alfred Yeo, senior pastor of Zion Full Gospel Church gave an 

opening address to the 175 participants from the Hokkien, Chinese, English and Youth 

groups. The theme for this year is “One Life, One Destiny”. Rev Alfred Yeo hoped that all 

participants will find a greater purpose and passion in lives through this meaningful and 

refreshing church camp. As Christians, our eternal purpose is to enjoy His presence and to 

seek His righteousness while on earth.  

 

Rev Alfred Yeo also encouraged that all participants will attend the services 

faithfully, with expectations and an open heart to allow God to touch each life. Lastly, 

through this camp, everyone can have a great time fellowship and to know one another better. 

Without any delay, each group proceeded with its programs for the day. 

 

This year, the youth camp is titled “Detonate Camp 2009” and the theme is “Answer 

the Call.” For the start, the Youth had several ice breaker games which enabled them to 

know each other better. In addition, the Youth was further divided into 4 smaller teams, 

Reinhard Bonnke, Hudson Taylor, Darlene Zschech and Nick Vujicic. Each team consisted 

of 5 to 6 people and they were given a short briefing by Brother Bernard, the head of the 

committee in organizing this event.  

 

Soon, they checked into their respective accommodations before having their first 

dinner in the hotel. After which, they had their first Youth service by guest speaker, Pastor 

Rupert from Cornerstone Community Church, who shared about seeking the Lord earnestly, 

hungering and hearing from the Lord in this church camp. 

 

“Submit yourselves, then, to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. Come 

near to God and he will come near to you. Wash your hands, you sinners, and purify your 

hearts, you double-minded.” (Jas 4:7-8) 

 

After the end of the service, the Youth retreated back to their respective teams and 

prepared the team’s cheer and banner. Once all were done, they decided to call it a day. 

 

On 12
th

 June 2009 morning, the Youth had their first morning exercise in the aerobic 

room, led by Brother Bernard and Sister Jialing. Soon after that, they had installed a morning 

devotion session led by Sister Grace, who shared about being 2 types of people, one who is 

not desperate for his calling and the other one being desperate for his calling and how to 

keep seeking God. Brother Bernard also shared that giving up in seeking God’s calling for 

our purposes in lives is very easy. Therefore, we must persevere, endure and continuously 

seeking God. 

 

Soon after breakfast in the sermon, Pastor Rupert reminded the Youth that God 

already has a plan for each life even before birth.

Eventually, the 

roll of string will be thrown around to form a beautiful network of relationships. Everyone 

shared their experiences and was thankful to God Almighty for the wonderful time together. 

 

On 13
th

 June 2009 morning, Brother Ivin happily led the morning devotion on the 

topic of “Called” from Isaiah 49: 1-3. Calling is special and it is personal. It is by the Holy 

Spirit that empowers Christians. Christians who are called fit into the big picture of God’s 

will and to be a channel of blessing. Lastly, Brother Ivin closed the session with a challenge 

for every hearer, “Are you willing to take up the call?” 

 

The day entered into its first morning English service and God ministered to His 

people during the breathtaking worship time. It was the highlight of the whole church camp. 

It was the moment where many had long awaited and hungered for. Everything from 

administrative to fellowship was possible because of this purpose. Above all, that is to enjoy 

His presence.

“So I say, live by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the sinful nature.” 

(Gal 5: 16) 

 

Besides that, he also cleared the air of doubts about praying in tongues. He wanted all 

to continue live by the Spirit and he also forewarned the negativism of being a Diotrephes in 

3 John 9-11. 

 

He stated, “Don’t be a wet blanket, don’t be a spectator but get involved, don’t be a 

sower of discord, don’t gossip and don’t allow others who are not moving in the same flow 

to affect and influence you.” With all these godly advices in mind of every hearer, he invited 

those who hunger for the baptism of the Holy Spirit to step forward and receive it by faith. 

As the service closed, the Youth went back to their room and prepare for their return back to 

Singapore after lunch.

Terminal for a smooth return back to homeland after a memorable 4 days 3 nights stay.
