B The entire generation of Israel
(>19 yrs old) did not enter into the
Promised Land

® They chose to listen to the 10 spies
who did have not faith in God

B They believed in the giants and not
in God



God waited for the current
generation to die (>19 yrs old)
before the next generation was
able to possess the Promised
Land
